Background
The Starehe students are encouraged to see their school 
as home, and to treat each other with respect as ‘brothers’ 
and ‘sisters’ regardless of social and religious background. 
At the end of each term the entire school attends a joint 
service of thanks in the School Chapel. 

What Your School Can Do
Why not let pupils and their families know you are going 
to do a special change collection so that they can bring in 
any loose change that they have collected at home?

How It Will Raise Money
Students could bring spare change into school to be 
donated to the StareheFuture Appeal Assembly or 
Christmas Carol Service Collection. These sorts of 
collections often serve to raise upwards of £100 in one 
go, and with some publicity beforehand they have the 
potential to raise plenty more!

Small Change Challenge



Background
Starehe students enjoy authentic ownership of their  
school, and from day one take a leading role in its daily 
operation, from cataloguing the library to maintaining  
the grounds. By the time their morning lessons begin  
at 8am they have already been up for two hours  
cleaning the school grounds and, in the case of senior 
students, studying.

What Your School Can Do
Why not have a Starehe day where students copy the 
exemplary system in place at Starehe Boys’ and Girls’ 
Centres? You could get to school early, cleaning different 

parts of the school grounds before you start your morning 
lessons, spend your lunchtime stacking shelves in the 
library, and stay on for an hour after classes finish to tutor 
your peers. 

How It Will Raise Money
Why not ask friends, family and school staff to sponsor 
you or your class to follow the rigorous schedule of a 
typical Starehe student for just one day? You could write 
about the experience for your school newsletter and 
encourage other students and classes to try the same thing.
